Diplomatic gift from Francois Mitterrand

The globe which is located today in the Presidential Cabinet in the Palace Serbia arrived from
France as a diplomatic gift from the President Frangois Mitterrand to the President of the
Presidency of Socialist Federative Republic of Yugoslavia, Lazar Mojsov in 1987.

The globe was made in 1985 on direct order and according to the idea of the President
Mitterrand. The main constructor of this globe was Fernand Pouillon, who was architect, writer,
engraver and cartographer and President’s close associate. He found inspiration for his globe in
Coronelli globes from late XVII century.

Great number of those unusual objects bear characteristics that directly relate them with the
President Frangois Mitterrand, for example each globe dated 1985, such as the one in the Palace
Serbia, has the name of the President Mitterrand written in the cartouche marked in the middle



of the Pacific Ocean with the reference to his function and there is the Grand Collar of the Grand
Master of the Legion of Honour inscribed on the external side of the cartouche. Places of great
significance and to which the President Mitterrand was personally attached are mentioned in the
map of France, such as Mitterrand’s birthplace Jarnac, Chateau-Chinon as primary seat of
Mitterrand and Latche as his vacation place. The globes were placed on a stand made as a
structure positioned in two octagonal bases held by balusters comprised of balls, cubes and other
decorative elements. Each of the globes had a large brass ring on one side which encompassed
the entire globe and it was moved by a rod stretching from North to South pole. The height of
the globe with the entire structure amounts 130 cm and the diameter of the globe itself amounts
110 cm.

Small publishing company Le Jardin de Flore made the prototype for the purpose of its production
in small series. The famous Mobilier National later took over the production of those objects
based on that specific prototype.

It is well known fact that the President of France Francois Mitterrand gave the 1985 model of the
globe as present to the other Heads of those States with which France had good diplomatic
relations. Socialist Federative Republic of Yugoslavia was one of those States. This globe, which
is today still kept in the Palace of Federal Executive Council, today Palace Serbia, presents a
symbol and testimony of good diplomatic relations, existence of the support and cooperation
between France and Yugoslavia.
